e COVID-19 Policy Update- 13 employees have tested positive for Covid-19, All
but one has recovered and returned to work. We continue to evaluate policies, have
limited the staff in common areas, and continue to evaluate when would be a safe
time to open back up to the public.
» Disaster Recovery Update- We have reviewed and commented on final design
documents. All permits have been submitted and all, but Title 5 have been issued.
The General Operating Permit will allow us to operate in an emergency and the Title
V will allow us to operate during Storm Anticipation Mode.
